ANTI-TERRORISM POLICY 

Introduction 

Charitable Foundation “HOPE worldwide Ukraine” rejects all forms of terrorism and will never 

knowingly support, tolerate, or encourage terrorism or the activities of those who support terrorism, 

and will make every effort to ensure that its resources are not used to facilitate terrorist activity. 

This policy defines the measures of Charitable Foundation “HOPE worldwide Ukraine” in response 

to the risk of cooperation with individuals and organizations associated with terrorism. 

Policy 

Charitable Foundation “HOPE worldwide Ukraine” acknowledges that the legislation of the 

Government of Ukraine prohibits cooperation with listed terrorist organizations and/or prohibited 

persons or entities. 

Charitable Foundation “HOPE worldwide Ukraine” will always take measures aimed at promoting 

compliance with this legislation (https://fiu.gov.ua/pages/dijalnist/protidija-

terorizmu/dokumenti/oficzijni-dokumenti). 

Charitable Foundation “HOPE worldwide Ukraine” will verify the identity, authority, and good 

reputation of the people or organizations with which it cooperates and will check whether such 

people or organizations are included in the lists maintained by the Government of Ukraine. 

Charitable Foundation “HOPE worldwide Ukraine” will not knowingly receive/transfer funds to 

known or suspected terrorist organizations or individuals. 

Charitable Foundation “HOPE worldwide Ukraine” will report any known or suspected terrorist 

links to the relevant national authority. 

ANTI-TERRORISM PROCEDURES 

Responsibilities 

The Board of Charitable Foundation “HOPE worldwide Ukraine” undertakes to comply with 

Ukrainian anti-terrorism legislation in order to avoid cooperation with individuals and organizations 

associated with terrorism. 

The Board of Charitable Foundation “HOPE worldwide Ukraine” will be responsible for ensuring 

that the employees of Charitable Foundation “HOPE worldwide Ukraine” carry out the following 

procedures at least annually to minimize the risk of cooperation with terrorist organizations. 

Processes 

Employees of Charitable Foundation “HOPE worldwide Ukraine” must know the identity, 

authority, and good reputation of their partners and recipient organizations (i.e., what they do, 

where they work, who their key decision-makers and employees are). 

Measures will be taken to transfer funds from Charitable Foundation “HOPE worldwide Ukraine” 

only through reputable banks and other financial institutions for this purpose.

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Before funding any organization, data on funded entities and their officials will be compared with 

the lists of terrorist and prohibited organizations of the Government of Ukraine and the EU.
