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1. GENERAL PROVISIONS 

1.1. CHARITABLE ORGANIZATION “HOPE WORLDWIDE UKRAINE” CHARITY 

FOUNDATION” is a charitable organization established and operating on the principles of 

voluntariness, legality, common interests and equal rights of its members, transparency, and 

self-governance, and hereinafter referred to as the Foundation. The Foundation was established 

by a decision of the founding meeting (Minutes No. 1 of May 20, 1996). 

1.2. CHARITABLE ORGANIZATION “HOPE WORLDWIDE UKRAINE” CHARITY 

FOUNDATION” was established as a Charitable Foundation in accordance with Article 13 of 

the Law of Ukraine “On Charitable Activities and Charitable Organizations”. 

1.3. In its activities, the Foundation is guided by the Constitution of Ukraine, the Law of Ukraine 

“On Charitable Activities and Charitable Organizations,” the Civil Code of Ukraine, 

international treaties of Ukraine, the binding nature of which has been approved by the 

Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine, other applicable laws of Ukraine, and these Articles of 

Association. 

1.4. The Foundation is a charitable, non-governmental, non-profit organization, i.e., it does not aim 

to make a profit in the course of its activities. 

1.5. The Foundation shall acquire the rights and obligations of a legal entity from the moment of its 

state registration in accordance with the procedure established by law, shall have an 

independent balance sheet, accounts, including foreign currency accounts, in banking 

institutions, shall have ownership and other property rights to funds, securities, land plots, other 

immovable and movable property, as well as intangible assets, may have a round seal and 

stamps, letterhead, and its own symbols, samples of which are approved by the Foundation 's 

Members' Meeting. The Foundation 's symbols are registered in accordance with the procedure 

established by law. 

1.6. To fulfill its statutory tasks, the Foundation cooperates with state authorities, individuals and 

legal entities, other public and charitable organizations. 

1.7. The Foundation 's activities cover the entire territory of Ukraine, as well as the territory of other 

countries through the creation of separate divisions in accordance with Ukrainian legislation 

and international regulatory acts. 

1.8. Name of the Foundation:

2. PURPOSE AND SCOPE OF THE FOUNDATION'S ACTIVITIES 

2.1. The purpose of the Foundation is to develop and implement charitable programs aimed at 

supporting disadvantaged segments of the population, providing assistance to orphaned 

children and large families, raising a morally and physically healthy younger generation, and 

promoting a healthy lifestyle among members of society. 

2.2. The Foundation is free to choose its field of activity and may operate in the following areas: 

1) education; 

2) healthcare; 

3) ecology, environmental protection, and animal welfare; 
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4) prevention of natural and man-made disasters and elimination of their consequences, 

assistance to victims of disasters, armed conflicts, and accidents, as well as refugees and 

persons in difficult life circumstances; 

5) guardianship and care, legal representation and legal assistance; 

6) social protection, social security, social services and poverty alleviation; 

7) culture and art, cultural heritage protection; 

8) science and scientific research; 

9) sports and physical culture; 

10) human and civil rights and fundamental freedoms; 

11) development of territorial communities; 

12) development of Ukraine's international cooperation; 

13) stimulation of economic growth and development of Ukraine and its individual regions and 

improvement of Ukraine's competitiveness; 

14) promotion of state, regional, local, and international programs aimed at improving the 

socio-economic situation in Ukraine; 

15) promotion of the country's defense capability and mobilization readiness, protection of the 

population in emergency situations of peace and martial law. 

3. FOUNDATION’S OBJECTIVES 

3.1. To achieve its statutory purpose, the Foundation shall perform the following tasks in 

accordance with the established procedure: 

3.1.1. Organization, coordination, and financing of activities aimed at achieving the Foundation's 

goals. 

3.1.2. Promotion of the development of various humanitarian programs and projects, provision 

of financial and other assistance in their implementation. 

3.1.3. Participating in the financing of charitable projects and programs. 

3.1.4. Participating in the organization of preventive treatment, rehabilitation, and health 

improvement for low-income segments of the population, orphans, and children from large 

families, and promoting the creation of a special medical center for this purpose. 

3.1.5. Providing material assistance to low-income persons in need of care, facilitating their 

social and medical rehabilitation. 

3.1.6. Providing assistance to victims of natural disasters, armed conflicts, and environmental 

disasters, including Chornobyl. 

3.1.7. Participate in the provision of free medical care to various segments of the population 

(primarily low-income and large families, orphaned children) regardless of gender, age, 

citizenship, nationality, and religion.  

3.1.8. Participate in the provision of medical care by transferring medical equipment and 

medicines to medical institutions free of charge. 

3.1.9. Transfer food and clothing free of charge to orphanages, boarding schools, special schools, 

and medical institutions, as well as to individual families in need of assistance. 

3.1.10. Promoting public health through the development of physical culture and sports, 

developing projects and activities in this area independently and in collaboration with other 

organizations and enterprises. 

3.1.11. Providing financial assistance to gifted children and adolescents in their studies at various 

special, secondary, and higher education institutions. 
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3.1.12. Organizing treatment and rehabilitation of children and adolescents abroad, primarily from 

low-income families and orphans. 

3.1.13. Providing various types of humanitarian, charitable, and financial assistance to orphans 

and children from large families, including facilitating the creation of a special institution 

for their upbringing. 

3.1.14. Supporting and financing measures for the development of health care, social protection, 

education, science, and culture. 

3.1.15. Assisting in providing legal protection and assistance to citizens who are members of the 

Foundation in their labor and public activities, protecting their civil rights. 

3.1.16. Assistance in resolving various issues related to the labor and other activities of citizens 

who are members of the Foundation at all levels of government and administration. 

3.1.17. Organization and holding of festivals, fairs, and auctions, the proceeds from which are 

directed exclusively to the charitable purposes of the Foundation. 

3.1.18. Accumulation of financial resources and additional resources to finance the charitable and 

sponsorship activities of the Foundation. 

3.1.19. Developing relationships and cooperation with charitable foundations and other 

foundations and individuals in Ukraine and abroad, studying their experience (including 

the exchange of delegations), organizing training for individuals and groups in Ukraine 

and abroad, and receiving groups arriving in Ukraine on charitable missions. 

3.1.20. Organizing and financing publishing activities related to the Foundation's activities, 

publishing its own print media, information bulletins; assisting in the publication of 

literature on the Foundation's activities. 

3.1.21. Conducting advertising and information events aimed at disseminating information about 

the Foundation's activities and promoting its ideas and goals. 

3.1.22. Organizing and participating in the preparation and conduct of competitions, exhibitions, 

vernissages, festivals, fairs, auctions, and the issuance of cash and non-cash lotteries, the 

proceeds of which are used exclusively to finance the Foundation's statutory activities. 

3.1.23. Providing charitable assistance (including financial assistance) to hospitals, nursing homes 

and homes for the disabled, orphanages and boarding schools, lonely and infirm citizens. 

3.1.24. Carrying out charitable activities in the interests of society and specific categories of 

persons, providing charitable assistance.  

3.1.25. Carrying out other measures and activities that are consistent with the Foundation's 

objectives and do not contradict current legislation. 

3.2. The Foundation extends its activities not only to Foundation members, but also to members of 

the community. 

4. MEMBERS OF THE FOUNDATION. THEIR RIGHTS AND OBLIGATIONS 

4.1. Members of the Foundation shall have the right to: 

4.1.1. Participate in all activities carried out by the Foundation. 

4.1.2. Elect and be elected to the governing bodies of the Foundation. 

4.1.3. Submit proposals to all bodies of the Foundation on issues related to its activities. 

4.1.4. Receive any information related to the activities of the Foundation. 

4.1.5. Withdraw from membership in the Foundation at any time. 

4.2. Members of the Foundation are obliged to: 

4.2.1. Comply with the requirements of the Foundation's Charter and other documents of the 

Foundation, as well as decisions made by the Foundation's governing bodies. 
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4.2.2. Provide organizational support for the Foundation's activities in accordance with decisions 

made by the Foundation's members' meetings and the Foundation's Board. 

4.2.3. Membership in the Foundation may be individual or collective. 

4.2.4. Individual members of the Foundation may be Ukrainian and foreign citizens and stateless 

persons who have reached the age of 18. 

4.3. Collective members of the Foundation may be: 

4.3.1. Legal entities that support the Foundation's activities. 

4.3.2. Associations of citizens, including international ones, that support the Foundation's 

activities. 

4.3.3. Collective members in relations with the Foundation and in the Foundation's bodies are 

represented by their authorized persons acting on the basis of a power of attorney. 

4.4. Admission to membership of the Foundation shall be carried out by the Foundation's 

Board, subject to the following conditions: 

4.4.1. Recognition of the provisions of the Foundation's founding documents. 

4.4.2. Recognition of the Foundation's objectives. 

4.4.3. Promotion of the Foundation's activities. 

4.4.4. Admission to membership of the Foundation is carried out by the Foundation's Board on 

the basis of a personal application for an individual candidate and a decision by the 

governing body of the collective for a collective candidate. 

4.5. A member of the Foundation may be expelled from the Foundation if they do not participate in 

its activities, do not fulfill their obligations as a member of the Foundation, or cause damage to 

the reputation or financial condition of the Foundation through their actions or inaction. The 

decision on expulsion shall be made by the Board by a simple majority vote of the members of 

the Board. 

5. FOUNDATION RESOURCES AND PROPERTY 

5.1. The Foundation's resources are formed at the expense of: 

5.1.1. Voluntary and charitable contributions, donations from organizations, enterprises, 

Ukrainian and foreign citizens, and legal entities. 

5.1.2. Revenues from enterprises and organizations established by the Foundation to finance the 

Foundation's objectives. 

5.1.3. Revenues from other charitable organizations, including foreign ones. 

5.1.4. Revenues from legal entities and individuals with whom joint programs are implemented. 

5.1.5. Revenues from collective members of the Foundation. 

5.1.6. Other revenues permitted by the current legislation of Ukraine for non-profit organizations 

that do not lead to the loss of non-profit status. 

5.2. Contributions to the Foundation may be made in cash (including in foreign currency, in 

accordance with the current legislation of Ukraine), material assets, works, and services by 

transferring the relevant funds, property, or providing services to the Foundation. 

5.3. The Foundation's funds and property are at its full disposal and are used to fulfill its statutory 

tasks. 

5.4. The Foundation, the enterprises and organizations created by it may own buildings, structures, 

housing stock, property for production, cultural, educational, and health purposes, funds, 

securities, and other property necessary for the material support of the Foundation's statutory 

activities.

5.5. The Foundation may also own publishing houses, other enterprises, and charitable institutions 

created at the expense of the Foundation's funds for the purpose of fulfilling its statutory tasks. 

5.6. The Foundation is the owner of the property belonging to it and, in accordance with the current 

legislation, exercises ownership, use, and disposal of the property in its possession in 

accordance with the purpose and statutory tasks of the Foundation and the intended use of the 

property. 

5.7. The Foundation independently determines the amount and form of use of funds, provision of 

financial or charitable assistance. 

5.8. Expenses related to the Foundation's activities and the maintenance of its apparatus shall be 

covered by the Foundation's funds. 

5.9. Loans cannot be used as a source for forming the Foundation's property and funds. The 

Foundation's property and funds cannot be pledged as collateral. 

5.10. The Foundation shall submit reports on the raising of funds (property) for charitable 

activities and on the use thereof within the time limits and in the manner established by law for 

the submission of tax reports.  

5.11. The property of the Foundation shall be used exclusively for the purposes and objectives set 

forth in these Articles of Association. The income or property of the Foundation shall not be 

distributed among the founders or members. The amount of expenses for the maintenance of 

the Foundation may not exceed 20% of the Foundation's income in the current year. 

5.12. The income (profits), property, and other assets of the Foundation shall be used exclusively 

to finance the expenses for the maintenance of the Foundation and the implementation of the 

goals (objectives) and tasks of the areas of activity specified in the Foundation's Charter. 

5.13. The income (profits) of the Foundation or parts thereof may not be distributed among the 

founders (participants within the meaning of the Civil Code of Ukraine), members and 

employees (except for the payment of their labor, the accrual of a single social contribution) of 

the Foundation, members of management bodies and other persons related to them. 

6. GOVERNING BODIES OF THE FOUNDATION 

6.1.  The governing bodies of the Foundation are: 

6.1.1. The Foundation Members' Meeting. 

6.1.2. The Foundation Supervisory Board. 

6.1.3. The Foundation Management Board. 

6.1.4. The Foundation President. 

6.2. The Foundation Members' Meeting (hereinafter also referred to as the Meeting). 

6.2.1. The highest governing body of the Foundation is the Foundation Members' Meeting. The 

founders and members of the Foundation or their authorized representatives participate in 

the work of the Meeting. 

6.2.2. The Meeting is convened by the Board at least once a year. 

6.2.3. The Meeting of Foundation members shall be convened to discuss and make decisions on 

the following issues: 

6.2.3.1.Approval of the Foundation's Charter and amendments thereto. 

6.2.3.2.Determination of the main promising areas of the Foundation's activities. 

6.2.3.3.Election and dismissal of members of the Foundation's governing bodies. 

6.2.3.4.Approval of the principles for the use of the Foundation's funds and expenses. 

6.2.3.5.Adoption of a decision on the reorganization or liquidation of the Foundation. 

6.2.3.6.Exercise of property rights. 
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6.2.4. The Foundation's members' meeting shall be competent to adopt decisions provided that 

more than half of the Foundation's members are present at the meeting. Decisions shall be 

adopted by a simple majority of votes, except for issues concerning amendments to the 

Foundation's charter, alienation of the Foundation's property in an amount equal to fifty or 

more percent of the Foundation's property, liquidation and reorganization of the 

Foundation, when such a decision must be voted on by at least 3/4 (three quarters) of the 

Foundation's members. The Meeting may adopt decisions on any issues related to the 

Foundation's activities. Decisions of the Meeting adopted in accordance with the 

established procedure are binding on all members and bodies of the Foundation. 

6.2.5. The procedure for convening, preparing, and holding the Meeting shall be determined by 

special regulations prepared by the Foundation's Board and approved by the Meeting of 

the Foundation's members. 

6.2.6. An extraordinary Meeting of the Foundation's members shall be convened at the request 

of the Supervisory Board, the Board, or at least 10% of the Foundation's members. If the 

members' request to convene a Meeting is not fulfilled, these members shall have the right 

to convene the Foundation's Meeting themselves. 

6.3. Supervisory Board of the Foundation. 

6.3.1. The Supervisory Board is the Foundation's administrative and supervisory body. The 

Supervisory Board is elected in the number and for the term established by the 

Foundation's Members' Meeting from among the members who have made the greatest 

contribution to achieving the Foundation's goals and objectives and who have agreed to 

participate in the work of the Supervisory Board. 

6.3.2. Members of the Supervisory Board perform their duties on a voluntary basis. 

6.3.3. The Supervisory Board: 

- assists in determining the main promising areas of the Foundation's activities; 

- approves the main programs of the Foundation's activities, which are implemented at the 

expense of sponsorship funds; 

- assists the Foundation in finding sources of funding for the Foundation's activities and 

attracting new members to the Foundation; 

- discusses and approves the reports of the Foundation's Management Board. 

6.3.4. The Supervisory Board is authorized to make decisions provided that there is a quorum, 

i.e., if more than half of the members of the Supervisory Board are present at the meeting. 

All decisions are made by open vote. A decision is considered adopted if more than half of 

the members of the Board present vote in favor of it. 

6.3.5. The Supervisory Board holds its meetings as necessary, but at least twice a year. The 

Supervisory Board does not keep minutes of its meetings. 

6.3.6. If the number of members of the Foundation does not exceed ten persons, the Supervisory 

Board may not be established. In the absence of a Supervisory Board, its powers shall be 

exercised by the Meeting. 

6.4. The Foundation's Board. 

6.4.1. The Foundation's Board manages all of the Foundation's activities between meetings of 

the Foundation's members. 

6.4.2. The Foundation's Board is elected by the Meeting in the number established by the 

Foundation's Members' Meeting for a term of three years from among the founders and 

members of the Foundation (including representatives of collective members). 
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6.4.3. The Board is headed by the Foundation's President, who is appointed for a term of three 

years. 

6.4.4. A member of the Board cannot simultaneously be a member of the Supervisory Board.  

6.4.5. The Foundation's Board: 

- Determines the staffing table and sets the salaries of the Foundation's employees. 

- Approves the Foundation's current activity plans. 

- Admits and expels members of the Foundation. 

- Approves samples of the round seal, emblem, and other attributes and symbols of the 

Foundation. 

- Manages the property and funds of the Foundation in accordance with the powers granted by 

the decision of the Foundation Members' Meeting. 

- Convenes and prepares the Foundation Members' Meeting. 

- Considers other issues related to the Foundation's activities and makes decisions on them. 

6.4.6. Regular meetings of the Foundation's Board are convened at least six times a year, and 

extraordinary meetings are convened at the initiative of the Foundation's President or at 

least 10% of the Board members. A meeting of the Board is quorate if at least 2/3 of the 

members of the Board are present. Decisions of the Board are taken by open vote by a 

simple majority of those present. In the event of a tie between the members of the Board 

present at the meeting, the President has the casting vote. 

6.5. President of the Foundation. 

6.5.1. The President of the Foundation shall be elected by the Assembly of Foundation Members 

for a term of three years. 

6.5.2. The President of the Foundation shall perform the following functions: 

- Organize the work of the Board. 

- Submit issues for consideration by the Board and chair its meetings. 

- Manages the Foundation's funds and property in accordance with the principles approved by 

the Board. 

- Signs contracts and agreements on behalf of the Foundation without a power of attorney. 

- Ensures the implementation of the Foundation's current and future plans. 

- Opens and closes accounts with banking institutions. 

- Hires and dismisses employees of the Foundation's staff. 

- Has the right to sign financial documents as the first person. 

- Performs other functions in accordance with the statutory tasks and applicable law. 

- Manages the current activities of the Foundation, organizes and controls the work of the 

Foundation's staff. 

6.6. Members of the Foundation's Board, the Foundation's President and his deputies, and members 

of the Foundation's Supervisory Board shall perform their duties on a voluntary basis. They 

may receive remuneration for performing particularly important tasks and assignments, the 

amount of which shall be determined by the Foundation's Board in each specific case. By 

decision of the Foundation's Assembly, the President of the Foundation may be a full-time 

employee and receive a salary. If, in the performance of their duties related to the activities of 

the Foundation, the President or members of the Foundation's Board, members of the 

Supervisory Board incur expenses from their own funds, these expenses shall be reimbursed 

from the Foundation's funds on the basis of the submitted reporting documents, and in their 
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absence, on the basis of a decision of the Foundation's Board, but not more than 20% of the 

Foundation's budget. 

7. ACCOUNTING AND REPORTING 

7.1. The Foundation shall maintain operational and accounting records and statistical reports. 

7.2. The Foundation shall make contributions to the state budget of Ukraine for state social 

insurance of its employees and contributions to their pension provision in accordance with 

applicable law. 

7.3. The Foundation is obliged to periodically, but at least once a year, publish full reports on the 

sources of funds (property) for charitable activities and the directions of their use, as well as 

provide such reports to any donor of the Foundation upon request. 

7.4. Publication may be carried out by the following means: 

➢ provision of a separate report in paper or electronic form; 

➢ placement of the report on the Foundation's website on the Internet or in the media; 

➢ other means. 

7.5. The Foundation shall submit reports on the raising of funds (property) for charitable activities 

and on the use thereof within the time limits and in the manner established by law for the 

submission of tax reports. 

8. PROCEDURE FOR AMENDING THE FOUNDATION'S CHARTER 

8.1. Amendments to the Foundation's Charter may be made by decision of the Foundation's 

Meeting, when at least 3/4 (three quarters) of the Foundation's members vote in favor of such 

a decision. 

8.2. The Foundation shall notify the relevant state registration authority of any changes made to its 

statutory documents, in accordance with the current legislation of Ukraine. 

9. PROCEDURE FOR TERMINATION OF ACTIVITIES (LIQUIDATION) OF 

THE FOUNDATION 

9.1. The Foundation may be terminated through reorganization or liquidation. 

9.2. The Foundation's activities shall be terminated by a decision of the Foundation's Members' 

Meeting, if at least 3/4 of the Foundation's members vote in favor of such a decision. All funds 

and property of the Foundation remaining after the termination of its activities and the 

fulfillment of its debt obligations shall be distributed in accordance with applicable law. 

9.3. The liquidation of the Foundation shall be carried out by a liquidation commission appointed 

by the Foundation's Assembly, and in the event of the termination of the Foundation's activities 

by a court decision, by a liquidation commission appointed by that body. The liquidation 

commission shall notify the banks where the accounts are opened of the liquidation of the 

Foundation in writing. Upon liquidation, payments to the budget and settlements with the bank 

shall be made on a mandatory basis. The liquidation commission shall draw up a liquidation 

balance sheet and submit it for approval to the Foundation Members' Meeting. 

9.4. The liquidation commission shall be liable for any losses caused by it to the Foundation, its 

members, and third parties in accordance with the current legislation of Ukraine. 

9.5. The liquidation of the Foundation shall be registered in accordance with the procedure 

established by the current legislation of Ukraine. 

9.6. In the event of its reorganization, the Foundation shall be succeeded by one or more non-profit 

charitable organizations.

9.7. Upon termination of the Foundation (as a result of its liquidation, merger, division, 

consolidation, or transformation), its assets shall be transferred to one or more non-profit 

organizations of the corresponding type or credited to the budget revenue. 

9.8. In cases specified by the laws of Ukraine, and in the absence of non-profit organizations of the 

corresponding type, the assets of the Foundation being liquidated shall be transferred to the 

State Budget of Ukraine.  

10. FINAL PROVISIONS 

10.1. Issues related to the Foundation's activities that are not regulated by these Articles of 

Association shall be resolved in accordance with the requirements of the current legislation of 

Ukraine.
